o Daylight savings time begins Sunday, March 10, 2024. Remember to set your clocks forward one hour.

e The next City Council meeting will be on Monday, March 11, 2024, in the Council Room at City Hall
beginning at 6:00 p.m. A list of the agenda items will be posted on the front glass at City Hall on Friday,

e The City Offices, Municipal Court, Public Library, and Landfill Gate will be closed on Friday March 29,
2024, for Good Friday.

e The City of Memphis will have a pet vaccination clinic on Saturday, May 4, 2024, from 9 a.m.-12 p.m.

As a reminder, if you keep livestock within the city
limits you are required to have a permit. Annual permits expired on December 31, 2023, so please
contact animal control to have your permit renewed.
